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Comments on Working Document – Possible measures targeting the energy efficiency of lighting in the tertiary sector


CECAPI is the European industry sector Committee representing the Associations of Manufacturers of Electrical Installation Equipment within the member states of the European Union.
 CECAPI fully supports legislation in favour of energy efficiency, and thanks the Directorate General of Energy of the European Commission for the opportunity to comment on this consultation Working Document to the members of the EcoDesign Consultation Forum on two possible measures (option A and option B) which target the energy efficiency of lighting in the tertiary sector.
Option A is about introducing, at product level, EcoDesign requirements and energy labelling based on optical efficiency and dedicated to tertiary luminaires.

Estimated yearly saving potential of  15-20% in optical efficiency compared to Business as Usual: 30 to 45 TWh (but this can only be achieved in the long term , e.g. 2030-2050, due to long luminaire lives.)

Option B is about addressing lighting at the System Level (beyond EcoDesign).
Estimated yearly saving potential compared to Business as Usual, in case of full implementation by Member States: 80 to 90 TWh for the whole tertiary sector (14 TWh for street lighting alone)
(in both cases, this can only be achieved in the long term e.g. 2030-2050, due to long system lives, unless early retrofitting of installed systems is part of the requirements.)

CECAPI supports the option B as addressing lighting at the System Level because it is the highest potential energy saving option: in addition to the 15% energy savings that will be achieved by the existing ecodesign measure on lighting products in the tertiary sector, a further 40% savings could be achieved via legislation on lighting systems (a total of 55% of savings). Option B recognises the importance of system design for energy efficiency during use (use of intelligent controls and dimmers and automatic controls which switch off or on according to light conditions or presence within a room) and also the importance of the installation and operation for the full functioning of the lighting system. 
CECAPI wants to point out that 
· in addition to more efficient lamp/luminaires technologies, energy efficiency can be further improved by diligent use of control equipment which can be either automatic, stand-alone controls (e.g. lighting controls, heating controls) or sophisticated building management systems. Therefore reliable and energy efficient co-existence between control system equipment and lamps/luminaires must be assured.
· it supports legislation in favour of energy efficiency, that is the reason why CECAPI is  calling for new harmonised EU Lighting System Legislation to complete the existing EcoDesign Legislation for tertiary luminaires and to achieve the full energy saving potential of this approach.
· In addition, CECAPI is in favour of Lighting System Legislation that would avoid the risk of having 27 divergent national implementations, which is undesirable, costly and time-consuming. Furthermore, such diverse implementations would hamper the free movement of goods and increase the costs to manufacturers and end-users. In order to avoid such an unnecessary situation, CECAPI proposes EU harmonised Lighting System Legislation based on article 95 since the requirements for lighting solutions and energy saving are the same across the EU.
· care shall be taken that the legislation is in line with and makes the correct use of the already existing legislation, such as the EPBD.
· in relation to the enforcement, we are convinced that it is important that the evaluation (software evaluation as well as manual evaluation) is such that any management system (such as HBES as defined in CLC TC205, CLC TC23BXand lighting systems as defined in IEC TC34) can be evaluated in terms of its contribution to energy efficiency.
· our objective is to contribute to the adoption of this Lighting System Legislation. Furthermore, CECAPI proposes that it be invited to contribute to the drafting of the detailed Lighting System Legislation.
· we are offering our expertise in the electrical and electronic issues and in the products themselves such as automatic, stand-alone controls (e.g. lighting controls, heating controls) and building management systems to achieve this goal.
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
