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Following the Consultation Forum of 5 July, Eurocommerce would like to draw attention to some issues of concern which need to be addressed before the adoption of the delegated Regulation implementing Directive 2010/30/EU with regard to energy labelling requirements of general lighting lamps and household luminaires.
Introduction

The upcoming delegated Regulation will require an energy certificate for general lighting lamps and household luminaires. It is important that consumers are made aware of this label before it enters into force and that it is understandable to them. As for the dealers
, they must be able to meet their new obligations. However, Eurocommerce has concerns that this may not be the case.
1. Labelling of general lighting lamps and household luminaires 
With this new delegated Regulation, lighting lamps and household luminaires will now have to be labelled according to their energy efficiency. EuroCommerce fully supports the energy labelling directive and this proposal to inform consumers about the energy efficiency of lamps and luminaires. 
Labelling the energy efficiency of a luminaire together with that of the light bulb might be confusing for the consumer. Eurocommerce is therefore of the opinion that it would be preferable to only label the energy efficiency of the luminaire.
2. Transitional provisions
We disagree with the transitional periods set out in article 9. Considering that dealers depend on suppliers for obtaining the label or information about the energy class of the lamp or luminaires, it is not possible that the dealer and supplier are given the same timeframe. 
EuroCommerce therefore suggest the following modification to article 9. 

1. Article 3 shall not apply to luminaries before (date to be inserted: 24 months after entry into force of this Regulation

1a. Article 4 shall not apply to luminaries placing on the market before (date to be inserted: 24 months after entry into force of this regulation).
EuroCommerce and the commerce sector
