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Swedish comments on the proposed Lighting System Legislation

Sweden recognises the rationales for a complementary legislation and is therefore in support of exploring further the possibilities with option B. However, as pointed out by several MS, it is worthwhile to continue the work with minimum requirements on luminaries (option A) as the saving potentials can not be ignored, and because of the importance of other factors such as ULOR-values on outdoor lighting.
At the same time, we welcome a more focussed work on the directional lamps, including more efforts to align this work with initiatives such as the IEA 4E SSL annex.

Finally, it would be helpful if the Commission can communicate a “road map” for the near future regarding all the work on lighting going on right now.
