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UK comments on working document on possible measures targeting the energy efficiency of lighting in the tertiary sector.
General comments:

1. Thank you for sharing with us, this preliminary document.  We welcome the opportunity to comment at this stage.
2. As mentioned at the beginning of the document, the Commission is currently working on proposals for directional lighting and on updating the energy labelling implementing measure, it would be preferred that the Commission concentrate on refining those proposals first and foremost.

3. Whilst Option A has the potential to provide large savings of up to 30-45TWh, the calculation methodology for optical efficiency still needs to be investigated further in order to provide the best potential savings in the long term.  This should be looked into further following work carried out on directional lighting.
4. The potential for a systems based approach for this sector is almost twice that suggested by Option A, however as discussed it is not within the remit of the Eco-design measure and the alternative methods supplied are at a member state national level.  We welcome the suggestion of a systems based approach and would ask the Commission to look further into how systems could be tackled at a European level in the future, whilst Member states investigate the options at a local level.  This does however raise many discussion points surrounding monitoring and enforcement.
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
