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CENELEC TC59X SWG1.9 comments to the Commission

1 Introduction
This document presents a number of important issues CENELEC TC59X WG1 wishes to bring to the attention of the Commission concerning

· The Draft COMMISSION DIRECTIVE ../…/EC implementing Council Directive 92/75/EEC with regard to energy labeling of household tumble dryers, hereafter referred to as the “draft regulation”; Status May 2010
CENELEC TC59X “Performance of household and similar electrical appliances”, is the technical body responsible for providing harmonized standards in support of European legislation. Working Group 1 (WG1) has particular responsibility for laundry products including washing machines, tumble dryers and washer-dryers. As such, WG1 maintains the EN61121, the harmonized standard method for measuring the performance of tumble dryers. This standard method forms the basis for measuring the key parameters that underpin the current Energy Labeling Scheme.

SWG1.9 would draw the attention of the Commission to the following matters:

2 Mandate for the preparation of revision to EN 61121 and EN 1458
Measurement of the performance of electric heated tumble dryers is defined in the standard EN 61121 whereas performance measurement for gas heated tumble dryers is related to EN 1458.

For consideration of electric heated and gas heated tumble dryers under one labeling scheme the test procedure must be aligned for both types of tumble dryers.
Both standards EN 61121 and EN 1458 are maintained in different standardization bodies: CENELEC TC59X is responsible for EN 61121 and CEN TC299 for EN 1458.

Up to now the standardization body for gas heated dryers does not foresee any measures to realize requirements according the drafted directive for labeling of tumble dryers.
For realization of aligned standards for both types of tumble dryers in time CLC TC59X proposes to draft a short termed mandate that declares the standard for electric heated tumble dryers as the leading standard that shall be followed by CEN with the measurement of gas consumption according to the standard for gas heated tumble dryers.

3 Article 1 Subject matter and scope

· The scope should be limited to tumble dryers “that are placed on the market after [one year after entry into force of the Regulation].”. This change would bring the scope into alignment to the labeling directive for washing machines.

4 Article 2 (16) Definition of “equivalent household tumble drier”
· The characteristic of tumble dryers is besides the named performance criteria also defined by the condensation efficiency and the programme time of the tumble dryer. 
SWG1.9 proposes to add the characteristics “condensation efficiency” and “programme time” to the definition of an “equivalent household tumble drier”.

5 Article 8 Repeal and Article 10.1 Entry into force

· Due to the development time and voting period of the harmonized standard for measuring the performance of household tumble dryers based on the revision of IEC 61121 CENELEC will not be able to provide a revised standard before December 2011.

· It is recommended to consider the time frame for the development work on the standard for enforcement of the labeling directive for tumble dryers.

SWG1.9 proposes to entry the drafted directive into force not before January 2012.
6 Annex I: Label (figure and list of content)

· The weighted energy consumption per cycle should be given rounded up to two decimal places and in the format “X.YZ kWh/cycle“.

· For the weighted programme time the unit is missing. The figure for the weighted programme time does not point out that the duration for one drying cycle is declared. Add “min / per cycle” to the programme time.
· The weighted programme time may be misleading if it is given in minutes for documentation but in format “H:MM” on the label. The weighted programme time should be declared uniquely by means of min.
· In article 2 (10) the rated capacity is defined as “maximum mass in kilograms stated by the supplier at 0.5 kg intervals of dry textiles”. The declaration on the label should follow the definition and should be given in means of “X.Y kg”.
7 Annex II: Product fiche
· The declared weighted energy consumption per cycle should be in line with the declared value on the label. The value should be given up rounded to two decimal places.

· For more clearance and for alignment to the washing machine directive it is recommended to separate the clause 1.i into one clause for the low power mode power consumption and another clause for the duration of the left on mode.
· In sub clause 1.(l) the symbol for the weighted programme time (Tt) is proposed to be added.
8 Annex III: Technical documentation
· The numbering of the data is disordered. It should be sorted. 

· Clause 1.f.ii is repeated word by word by clause 1.f.v. One of the clauses is recommended to be deleted.

9 Annex IV : Information to be provided
SWG1.9 proposes in sub clause 1(f) to add the symbols used in Annex VII to the required information reading as follows: 
“1.(f) the weighted programme time (Tt) of the “standard cotton programme at full (Tdry) and partial load (Tdry1/2)” in minutes and rounded to the nearest minute, calculation in accordance with Annex VII”
10 Annex V : Verification

· The declared energy consumption is given in means of the “weighted energy consumption per cycle Ec” in the label and the product fiche. 
SWG1.9 proposes to replace the verification of the weighted energy consumption Et, by verification of the “weighted energy consumption per cycle Ec”.
· For verification of the airborne acoustical noise the measured value may be below the declared value.

SWG1.9 proposes to replace the formulation for the verification tolerances should be replaced by the following text: “The measured value shall not be greater than the declared value”.

11 Annex VII: Calculations

· To be unique with the washing machine labeling directive the rounding of the annual energy consumption AEc should be done to two decimal places in clause 1.c.

· To avoid confusion in clause 2 the naming used in the title and the text body should be identical “weighted energy consumption per cycle”.

· The measurement and the calculation of the condensation efficiency for a single test run as well as for a test series are well defined in the standard EN 61121. 
SWG1.9 proposes to delete the measuring and calculation method in the draft directive beginning with the third paragraph “The average condensation efficiency C is calculated …” until the end of the clause.
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
