Belgian comments on the working documents on a possible Commission Regulation amending Commission Regulation (EC) No 245/2009
General

Belgium can understand the rationale for most exemptions, but regrets that so little precise figures and data are given that could justify the proposed changes by industry.

Annex I Exemptions
1.

Belgium understands that there are different approaches to exempt products. When there are objective technical parameters possible and justifiable to exempt, this approach should be followed. However the same conditions should apply for all exemptions. This means that for all exempted products the reason for exemption should be stated in all forms of product information. This would facilitate market surveillance, certainly when technical parameters are not visual perceptible and they have to be measured.

1.i)

Belgium still wonders if this exemption would not create loophole, just by changing caps.

2. and annex III 1.3

Belgium supports to increase the consistency of this Regulation with the other lighting Regulation 244/2009. Therefore all forms of product information should be the same and also packaging should be included. This is certainly important for the products of this Regulation that are also used by consumers at home.

2.d)

Belgium wonders if a total exemption for emergency ballasts is really necessary and if adjusted standby requirements are not possible.

Annex III Ecodesign requirements
1.1 A

Belgium wonders if it’s not possible to integrate table 2 and 3 into one table ‘rated minimum efficacy values for single capped fluorescent lamps’.
If a deduction is necessary for long life lamps (table 6), then logic and acceptable figures should be given for the minimum normal lifetime (> 40.000 hours?) and for the deduction percentage (-5%?).

1.1 C

Belgium supports the original text without ‘only’. This formulation gives more legal clarity and addressing technologies should be avoided.

1.2 table 13

If necessary, logic and acceptable deduction figures should be given for HPS lamps with Ra>60 and for retrofit HPS lamps.

1.3 i)

Consumers should only get information about the correct use of a lamp. If a lamp is not suitable for standard indoor use, they should know about it.
