Working document for lot 2 (ecodesign requirements for water heaters and hot water storage tanks and labelling of water heaters and hot water storage tanks)
We cannot accept this working document, as we see a competitive disadvantage for dealers and wholesalers. The purpose gives preference to manufacturing systems as opposed to individual combinations of wholesalers or dealers (installers).
The working document proposes different evaluation procedures in the case of a combination of solar preheating systems with water heaters according to the installer label and the (industrial) label. As is stated in the working document of the draft regulation in point 5, the information on the (industrial) label should be obtained though reliable, accurate and reproducible measurement procedures whereas the information on the installer label should just be calculated. This could amount to discrimination, because for calculating purposes the lower end of the bandwidth of the energy efficiency ranking is used for water heaters. Installers and suppliers will be discriminated if they themselves assemble solar preheated systems with water heaters.
A solution would be to accept the calculated method also for the industrial label.

Another point is the information on the label. The label is supposed to enable consumers to obtain better information. However some information will be understandable for consumer like information about load profile, as this information sometimes differs from real consumption. 
We appreciate taking this information just at fiche and technical documentation.
