Activity Report 2003/04

Introduction

The activities during the past activity year focused on summer study preparations and an increased activity to participate in the work to define the European energy policy agenda.

eceee is increasingly being recognised as an NGO that is able to deliver credible and practical policy advice. In particular, the board wishes to point the successful seminar on the Energy Efficiency and Energy Services Directive.

The membership growth continued, but slowed down this year, and renewed efforts must be made to increase the growth. 

Energy Services and Energy Efficiency Directive

During the closed fiscal year, eceee was particularly involved in work with the Energy Efficiency and Energy Services Directive.

On 21 September 2004, eceee arranged an experts seminar in Brussels on monitoring and evaluation aspects of the proposed Directive. The seminar was arranged in close co-operation with the European Commission and the Dutch Presidency. 

The seminar was attended by approximately 70 people: These were official Member State representatives as well as invited experts. Presentations and background material from the event is available at eceee’s web site.

An expert workshop to prepare the seminar was arranged in Copenhagen in conjunction with the board meeting in June 2004.

Summer study 

eceee’s single largest activity is the summer study. The preparations for the Summer begun in early 2004. 

· ICE was hired as conference managers in May 2004.

· Negotiations with a conference venue was made, and it was eventually decided that we would be able to return to Mandelieu, where the event was held in 1995, 1999 and 2001.

· The call for papers was sent out in August (preceded by electronic call in July)

· 7 panels were set up with a total of 14 panel leaders.

Web site

Work has been undertaken to rebuild the web site completely. Much of the foundation has been laid for implementing the changes.

The regular publication of news has continued, thanks to our agreement with ENDS, who kindly has given us permission to publish selected news items. The web site also published statements, conference announcements, European Commission documents, and other items deemed to be of interest. 

Other activities

eceee’s book

Publication is expected in the coming activity year. Adriaan Perrels is leading the work, assisted by guest editors Agneta Persson and Hal Wilhite.

Energy Policy, special issue

The journal Energy Policy has invited eceee to guest edit a special issue of the journal, which will be based on a limited number of summer study papers. The editorial work has been completed and all papers are expected to be available on line by December 2004 and the printed issue to be published in early 2005.  Adriaan Perrels, George Henderson and Katrin Ostertag were guest editors.

eceee as an intellectual resource

The efforts to make better use of our intellectual resources were intensified.  The work to issue a book and the Energy Policy special issue are concrete results of this work. In addition, the board looked into possibilities to utilise results from the summer study and the knowledge of our members to produce material for the eceee web site.

Memberships

The total number of individuals who are members of eceee (both personal members and organisational members) has increased slightly in 2004, but at a slower pace than in 2003. The growth is encouraging but needs to be reinforced. 

Individual (personal) members

The number of personal members saw a boost in 2003 when we introduced discounts for participants at the summer study, as well as a two-year fee for individuals. The two-year fee is the most likely explanation why we managed to keep the number of personal members constant without a summer study discount as a “sweetener”.

Organisational members

The number of organisational members grew slower than in 2003. It has also become slightly more difficult to collect fees from organisational members. Only one organisation left eceee during the year. This is similar to 2003, when all 2002 members renewed they membership, and much better than in 2002 when only 23 out of 27 organisations renewed their membership.
