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 Activity Report 2004/05 

Introduction

This past year eceee’s activities focused on carrying out the summer study and increased participatation in the work to define the European energy policy agenda.

eceee is increasingly being recognised as an NGO that is able to deliver credible and practical policy advice. In particular, the board wishes to point to the second successful seminar on the Energy Efficiency and Energy Services Directive as well as the invitation from the European Commission to serve in the Amsterdam Forum for Sustainable Energy.

The membership growth continued, but slowed down this year. Renewed efforts must be made to increase the growth. With the launch of the new web site due in early 2006 and a new brochure presenting the organisation, we hope to increase the growth rate in our membership stock again.

Energy Services and Energy Efficiency Directive

During the year, eceee was particularly involved in work with the Energy Efficiency and Energy Services Directive. In March 2005, eceee arranged another experts’ workshop in Brussels on monitoring and evaluation aspects of the proposed Directive, following up on the success of the workshop held in September 2004. This time, the seminar was arranged in close co-operation with the European Commission and the European Parliament. Reports from this seminar are available at the eceee web site.

The green paper on Energy Efficiency and the Amsterdam Forum

Following the presentation of the Commission’s green paper on energy efficiency, eceee prepared a draft response in the public consultation process. The response was prepared in September, and was sent out to all eceee’s members in an internal consultation process. (This process was closed in November, and the final report is due to be sent in to the Commission in December 2005).

Meanwhile, eceee was invited as one of very few NGOs to participate in the Amsterdam Forum on Sustainable Energy.

Summer study 

eceee’s single largest activity is the summer study. The 2005 edition of the eceee Summer Study was held at Mandelieu near Cannes in Southern France 30 May – 4 June 2005. This year’s event attracted 237 participants, which is over 10 percent more than in 2003. The number of submitted abstracts has also grown considerably over the years. This was also shown in the conference proceedings, with 165 peer-reviewed papers (presented papers and posters), which is a 12% increase compared to 2003. 

The participants continue to rate the Summer Study very highly n their evaluations. A separate evaluation and conference report is available at the eceee web site.

Web site

Work has been continued to rebuild the web site completely. Due to poor cash flow, the work has only been proceeding very slowly.

The regular publication of news has continued, thanks to our agreement with ENDS, who kindly has given us permission to publish selected news items. The web site also published statements, conference announcements, European Commission documents, and other items deemed to be of interest. 

Other activities

Energy Policy, special issue

The journal Energy Policy, which invited eceee to guest edit a special issue of the journal, which will be based on a limited number of summer study papers. The on line issue of the journal was available by September 2005, and the printed version later in the autumn. Adriaan Perrels, George Henderson and Katrin Ostertag were guest editors.

A European Journal on Sustainable Energy

The work to plan for a European scientific journal on sustainable energy issues was intensified and initial plans were laid. The board has decided to go ahead in launching a web-based scientific journal as a special eceee project.

Memberships

The total number of individuals who are members of eceee (both personal members and organisational members) has continued to increase slightly in 2005, but at a slower pace than in 2004. However, eceee has become more efficient at collecting fees with an increase in fees that is higher than reflected by the sheer number of members.

Individual (personal) members

The number of personal members saw a boost in 2003 when we introduced discounts for participants at the summer study, as well as a two-year fee for payment option. The two-year fee is the most likely explanation why we managed to keep the number of personal members constant without a summer study discount as a “sweetener” in 2004. However, we expected to see a similar, but smaller, boost due to the 2005 summer study, but this did not happen.

Organisational members

The number of organisational members also grew slower than in 2003 and 2004. The trend that started in 2002 with a rather stable organisational membership stock continues. Very few or none of the current members cancel their membership and new come instead.

Changing country of residence

The board made a decision to change eceee’s legal status from being a Norwegian NGO to becoming a Swedish one, and to propose this to the General Assembly in November 2005. There are two main reasons for this change: Whereas Norway participates in the Intelligent Energy for Europe Programme and can obtain grants from this programme, eceee is not eligible for support from DG Environment. Administration of the organisation is also expected to become simpler, with regard to contacts with tax authorities, VAT rules etc. The registration process will start as soon as the General Assembly has approved the necessary changes in the by-laws. 

Administrative matters

Board meetings

During the activity year, the board held 5 meetings: November 04 (Paris), January (Paris, two-day meeting) April (Paris), June (Mandelieu, Combined with the summer study), and September 05 (Paris).

Auditor
